The Bharatiya Janata Party
(BJP) received <1,294.14
crore through electoral
bonds in 2022-23, which
was nearly 54% of its total
income during the year,
and seven times higher
than that of its main rival,
the Congress.

The ruling party’s total
income rose: to %2,361
crore in 202223 from
1,917 crore in 2021-22, ac-
cording to the annual audit
report of the BJP made pu-
blic by the Election Com-
mission(EC) on Thursday.

The party got ¥2,120.06
crore from donations (in-
cluding electoral bonds),
while income from bank
interest was ¥237.3 crore,
compared to the previous
fiscal’s ¥133.3 crore.

The  party  spent
71,092.15 crore for elec-
tions, which is five times

more than what the Con-
gress spent. In 2021-22, the
BJP had spent %645.85
crore.

The BJP’s election ex-
penditure, among others,
included 3432.14 crore
spent on advertisements
and ¥78.22 crore spent on
hiring aircraft and helicop-
ters.
